Const 
The construction of the Vessel - I.e. type of material of Hull (e.g. fibreglass, wood, steel, aluminum, cement, etc.)

HP

The horse power of the engine

MDS
the maximum designed speed of the craft with the engines which she is fitted - please not this is not the maximum capable speed but the measurers stated maximum designed speed.

OBM

Outboard Motor 

Survey 

Only relevant to craft over 20 years old or not professionally built.

P Effects
Personal effects - please note it is not the intention that the craft policy should cover items more 


properly insured under the owner’s household insurance. 



Where the vessel is used as a houseboat - these should be insured under the ‘Floating Homes 


Contents Insurance’ 

S Equip 
Special equipment - electronic gear and the like, that would not be sold with the vessel were 


the owner to sell her on.

I/C 

where the craft will be kept whilst in commission (in use afloat)

T Party 

The limit of third party liability required.

Use 

Is the craft Private Pleasure only, Skipper or Houseboat

Exp 

The owners’ experience of the type of craft for which insurance is required and any certificates of 


competence or qualifications held.

RRE / MSS
In the event that the vessel is used for racing under sail the Racing Risks Extensions clause will have to be included. This question asks the replacement costs of ALL the mast(s), spars, sails, standing and running rigging, on board at any one time under the heading MSS.

W/Skiing 
If the Vessel is used for towing Water Skiers the insurance will have to be extended to cover liability 
to and of water - skiers being towed behind the insured vessel.

Toys

This includes such items as sausages, donuts, biscuit, bananas and the like. Coverage is not included 

but may be available upon request at an additional premium.

NCB

No Claims Bonus that is normally transferable from any existing insurance, noted in number of 


years. For transfer to be effected the most recent renewal notice will be required for justification.  
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
